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Let me start this newsletter by discussing GPS's again. | feel that motorcycles have one issue where
cars have an advantage — that's in navigation. In a car, the driver can have a copilot looking at a map
and telling you where to turn. On a bike, having a copilot is troublesome and holding a map is even
more difficult. Having a GPS on a bike is a real blessing. Rapid Cycle does not sell GPSs but | do
want people to know the different options they have so that's why | write about them. The other day,
one of our customers came in and mentioned the newsletter and how he uses his cell phone as a
GPS. He had a Windows Mobile phone and | have a BlackBerry. Both of them can be used as a GPS
by purchasing an external Bluetooth GPS and/or
software. Some phones come with the GPS built-in,
some phones come with software, some phones have
neither, and some phones cannot do the GPS thing at
all. The idea is that you attach your phone to the
handlebars using a mount and then have the GPS
module on you or on the bike somewhere. You don't
need to see the GPS module but it helps if you can see
the phone. The GPS software will give directions thru
your phone and thru a Bluetooth headset (or helmet) if
you have one. If a call comes in while you are listening
to directions, the directions are muted and you can
speak on the phone with the caller. If you can see the
screen on your phone, you will still see where to turn. If
you cannot see your phone, you may have to end the call quickly to hear the turn-by-turn directions
again. The nice feature of this system over a handheld GPS is that it allows your Bluetooth headset to
work with both your phone and the GPS.
